Ambrosia has a long grain filling period - a contributing factor to its high yield.

Ambrosia has a medium to fast rate of development and maturity similar to Claire. Optimal performance will
come from a drilling date between mid September and late October, but Ambrosia can perform well when
drilled late after root crops.
