Battalion is the highest yielding milling wheat, on the 2008/09 Recommended List, with excellent agronomics.
Its high untreated yield reflects its sound disease resistance and excellent straw strength

It also performs well as a second wheat.

Battalion has a slow rate of development in the spring, leading to similar maturity to Claire. Consequently it will
perform well when sown in the main drilling window, but would also suit the early drilling slot.

Seed rates should reflect time of drilling and target spring plant populations
